Water and Sewer – Alderman Neuhaus
Water break at 204 LaSalle Blvd was investigated this past Saturday. There was no overtime for the invested dig. I3 Broadband assisted with the dig, and they discovered the leak is coming from under the driveway. Public Works Brown informed the council that I3 was not at fault. Looking for a break in the weather to cut driveway and repair. The homeowner has already been spoken to.

Streets – Alderman Little
Resolution for the lease agreement on the backhoe is on the Consent Agenda. The contract was signed on April 16, 2020. The backhoe lease & maintenance agreement had not been approved by the council during executive powers of the mayor during the covid pandemic.
Dump truck was taken to Centre State, and we are waiting on parts and price for parts. The PTO went out and is unable to dump properly.
Sign for Morgan Coker is ready and is on agenda tonight for approval to place it at city entrance.
Concrete work has been completed.
Public Buildings / Parks – Alderman Greiner
Flagpole project is waiting on LED lights to come in.
Installing benches at Marquette Park next week.

Gutters still in need of repairs because of difficulties due to the size of gutters on city building being ten inches. Liberty Hall had five leaks repaired but one of the repairs has not held. Public Works Brown is looking into warranty of original roof.
