Citizens Wishing to Address the Council
Chris Biegler, resident from 708 Joliet Road currently has no sewer service. Homeowner contacted Roto-Rooter. They snaked the sewer lateral and got to about 95 feet and hit a collapse. Public Works Director Brown informed homeowner that the sewer lateral is the homeowner’s responsibility all the way to the sewer main tap. He recommended having a contractor come out and camera the line to determine extent of damages. Mr. Biegler expressed his frustration about the sinking of the road in front of his house. Public Works Brown responded the cause of the sinking in the road is presumably caused by the sewer lateral at 708 Joliet that has collapsed.

Janice Bailey, 1401 Lincoln Road, apologized about her comments about the City. She said this is a good City and recommended the City host a Meet & Greet with Marquette Heights legislators.
